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Recogemos en estas páginas el contenido de tres eventos diferentes. En un primer caso, se trató de un 

Curso sobre Diseño Urbano, una especie de abanico de visiones sobre diseño urbano, sobre el diseño

Por último, y en tercer lugar, nos encontramos ante un seminario de trabajo realizado en Lyon (un works­
hop, según la terminología anglosajona) relacionado con ambas cosas a la vez, el espacio libre y su capa­

cidad instrumental como conformador de partes de la ciudad. 

Si se intentase tener una visión retrospectiva de la temática de los últimos ejemplares de Cartas Urbanas (los 
números 9, 10 Y 11) se podrá comprobar como hemos sido reiterativos en la introducción del espacio físi­

co como concepto genérico, sea edificado o sea libre, y su posible manipulación, como material básico de 
una construcción consciente de lo urbano. Un punto de encuentro entre lo lleno y lo vacío, que va por otros 
caminos de la tradicional dualidad arquitectura y urbanística. Estamos también en una visión integradora, 

pero partiendo de conceptos menos clásicos y más adaptados a las actitudes cercanas al medioambiente y 
la sostenibilidad de los procesos de transformación del territorio.
